Not ready for the
rocking chair at 81, she started working on the Sierra Club's registered list of 268 peaks in
Southern California ranging in altitudes of 5,000 to 11,500 feet. She clibed 90 of them after
she reached age 81.

At 91, Hulda gained international acclaim by becoming the oldest woman to climb Mt. Fuji,
Japan's tallest mountian. Six weeks later she broke her own record as the oldest person to
climb Mt. Whitney

He held many church offices, including editor of the Review & Herald,
president of the General Conference, and president of the New Y ork Conference. During the
Civil War, he went to Washington, D.C., and explained that participation in comabat was
contrary to Christian principles. his work was rewarded when the government allowed
draftees to apply for noncombatant service. In 1874 (two years after his wife died), he took
his family to Switzerland as overseas missionaries and while there he started the magazine
Les Signes des Temps. This magazine covered a wide range of subjects including world
events, prophecy, Bible doctrines, and heath. He died prematurely in Europe, nine years
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after his arrival there. Andrews University, located in Michigan, was named in honor of him
in 1960.

Atlantic Union college had its beginnings as South Lancaster Academy, a secondary school
begun in 1882. The school very early in its existence felt the need for work to be offered
beyond the secondary level.

It became Lancaster Junior College in 1918 and Atlantic Union College in 1922. Its early
degrees were B.Th. and B.R.E. degrees, but in 1933 the college was authorized to grant the
B.A. degree and in 1954 the B.S. degree.

In 1990 authorization was received to grant the M.Ed. degree. Since 1945 the college has
been amember of the New England Association of Schools and Colleges.

Founders Hall

Stephen N. Haskell established what was called "that New England school™ in 1882. At first
the students were housed in a carriage house, upstairs in a print shop, and in the basement of
the church. Then he set about raising money for a school building. In one year he had
$75,000 and erected this three-story structure and a large dormitory a block away.

The building is a good example of High Victorian architecture that was popular in 1884. Its
warmer west side was given decorated windows and larger classrooms to utilize the
afternoon sun's heat.

A bell was hung in the Mansard tower, and a boardwalk was built to connect the building
with the new dorm. At one time there was a broom shop functioning on the first floor.

This building has been a classroom structure, and administration building, an academy and
lower grade building, and finally the college music department. In 1976, extensive
restoration was done. Now it is the home of Atlantic Union College Religion/ Theology
departments and is furnished in Victorian decor. It contains a large collection of Adventist
memorabilia. Especialy significant is the Miller chapel on the third floor. It contains a full-
length portrait of William Miller and his wife, Lucy, done by the famous American
primitive artist Horace Bundy.

Winnie Wright is believed to have painted the inset picture of the church before it was
removed in the early 1900's.
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
